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, We are in the midst of the Lenten season, a time set aside
in our church calendar for self-reflection and repentance. It
is a time to acknowledge our sins and our failings, to seek

a e forgiveness, and to turn from those things that separate us
from God. We can use these days of Lent as a way to focus
on our relationship with God, to deepen it, and mature as
believers.

As God’s children, we are also a people, forgiven and redeemed, and that is the
hope we find in this season.

Much of our life lies in the tension that we live in. We live in the now and the not
yet, one foot in this world and one in the kingdom of heaven. We balance our lives living
in the reality of this world, but believing in the hope of heaven, trusting in Christ.

The reality of this world is that we are part of a broken, hurting world. A world
where 17 people lose their lives in a school shooting, a mother loses her infant daughter,
born too soon, and disease ravages our loved ones. This is a world that seems more
wounded as each day passes by, that more and more anger and frustration rises up, that
there is more terror in the news, more sickness in our lives, and more aching in our souls.

But, praise God, that is not where we stay.

No, friends, we stay in hope. In hope of a future that is filled with joy, where there
1s no more tears, no more sorrow, no more fear. The hope that we have is of new life, of a
heaven, of seeing our loved ones again. We may live in the midst of pain, but we have joy
and hope in what the future holds, a promise of a Savior and the hope of heaven. We see
glimmers of that hope in the beauty of a sunrise, in the way the ice frosts the trees after a
foggy night, in the laughter of a child, in the love of a parent, in the kindness of a stranger.
We can see the glory of God in the everyday, when we open our eyes to it.

Friends, we are Easter people. Easter people know the Resurrection story, believe
in the hope of what is to come. Easter people trust that the God of the past is the God of
the present and is the God of the future. Easter people believe in the God who holds us all
as adopted sons and daughters. Easter people believe in the goodness of God, in the prom-
ise of salvation, in the hope that Christ will return again, just as He promised.

We are Easter people. Even in the midst of this Lenten season, let us continue to
live our lives in that truth, living with hope, sharing the love of Jesus with those around
us, ministering to the broken and the hurting. Let us be light-bearers, bringing the Light of
the World into the darkest places and sharing the hope we have with the world around us.

Ash Wednesday marks the beginning of Lent. This
year, it happens to land on Valentine’s Day. The world
will be eating chocolates and celebrating love, and in
the church, we will be marked with ash, be reminded of
our mortality, and know that from dust we came and to
dust we shall return. But surprise: God so loved the
world that God gave his only Son, Jesus, not so that we
would die, but that we would live!
